Retrospective application for erection of food serving unit, food preparation unit, pergola covered seating area, shed & associated works for provision of an outside café area at Ivy Wood, Llantysilio.

26/0407 CEMETERY
The Chair raised concerns about the extent of litter being dropped into the salt bin.  Amongst suggestions put forward were:
· Removing the salt bin, and replace with a warning sign.
· Remove salt bin, inform undertakers that any onus for salting the path will be placed on them.

26/0408 COMMUNITY PROBLEMS
· The Council expressed thanks to Rob Hill for his excellent work in designing and installing the new noticeboard at Eglwyseg. However, some of the other noticeboards are also showing increasing signs of age and weathering, particularly the one at Pentrefelin. 
Action: The Chair will contact Rob Hill to ask for estimates for remedial work on each of these noticeboards.

· The telephone box at Llandynan is becoming unkempt. The telephone box has been used as a book exchange for a local book club, but it is uncertain if it is still being used for purpose. If not, it is suggested that the books could be removed and given to a suitable local charity.
Action: Clerk to contact a local resident who has been a key individual in maintaining the box for this purpose to discuss further, and to report back to the Council.

· Potholes along the road from Cymmo to Cae Llywelyn Road, from the junction at the Old Post Office to the dead ends, need urgent attention.
Action: Clerk to report to Highways Department at Denbighshire County Council.

· The road throughout Llantysilio village needs sweeping; no gulley grids are visible.
Action: Clerk to notify Environmental Services Department at Denbighshire County Council.
