26/4455 DECLARATION OF INTEREST
There were no Declarations of Interest.

26/4456 Q&A WITH RHUN JONES, SENIOR RANGER FOR CLWYDIAN RANGE & DEE VALLEY
Rhun Reported that an effective team of rangers is crucial in controlling pressures such as overcrowding, monitoring parking and fostering responsible behaviour. There are currently only 1.5 rangers (previously 4) which means that the service is overstretched. Staff retention rates have dropped significantly over the past year due to work pressures etc, but Rhun is hoping that funding will be made available to employ further rangers. 
Volunteer rangers also play a very positive role in supporting the rangers.    
Action: Rhun to forward information about becoming a volunteer ranger to both Cllr. M. Smith and the Clerk to be shared through the Council’s website and on Facebook.

A park & ride scheme to Horseshoe Falls previously proved successful in alleviating parking pressures but it was only funded for 1 year. This will be considered again if funding can be secured. Indiscriminate parking along the Panorama is also an ongoing issue, as are overnight motorhomes in the Valley as well as fly tipping.

A curlew protection project is currently being funded as there are only 40 territorial pairs, a loss of over 80% in 20 years. The public are asked to report any sighting of curlew. Funding is being sought to extend the project for 3 more years. Red and black grouse numbers are down significantly. 

A National Lottery bid for £8million is currently being sought for a landscape scheme which would include Llantysilio.

Rhun was asked by the Council to raise with those responsible why a RoboFlail has been used for 6 days, at great expense, to cut gorse, and why not continue to utilise local people who know the land and its needs for gorse cutting?
 
The issue of a defibrillator on the wall of the toilet block at Horseshoe Falls was discussed. Rhun is in full support. When funding allows, the possibility of joint funding can be discussed.

26/4463 COMMUNITY PROBLEMS
· Trees at Penclawdd corner (on left heading towards Pentredŵr) need loping, as they are overhanging the highway. The road becomes lethal in winter due to leaf fall.
· The road sweeper only came as far as Tŷ-isa Farm. The whole road through Llantysilio needs sweeping and patching urgently, from the Old Post Office in Rhewl up to Cymmo Farm.
· The road from Dinbren Uchaf cottages on the Panorama was resurfaced only 3 months ago [from What3Words ///linen.ambushed.duration to What3Words ///heeding.flanked.roughest] with a hole at What3Words ///baseless.royal.luckier. 
Action: Clerk to report all to appropriate departments at Denbighshire County Council

26/4464 NATIONAL PARK PROPOSAL
The Clerk reported that he has made further representation on behalf of Llantysilio Community Council in opposition to the proposed National Park.
